Please vote no on the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP), the multinational corporate / commercial deal that would serve special interests while exporting U.S. jobs and undermining our economy. The TTP was negotiated in secret by special interests. Most of the TPP has nothing to do with trade, but would undermine local and state policies, and federal sovereignty. Congress must vote on the TPP within the next few months under expedited “fast track” Trade Authority—with limited debate and no capacity for amendments. Stand with the American people and vote against clandestine deals including the TPP. 

Because protecting the right to vote is essential to our system of government, we urge you to cosponsor the Voting Rights Advancement Act (HR 2867) that would amend the Voting Rights Act of 1965 to revise the criteria for determining which States and political subdivisions are subject to Section 4 of the Act. Because Justice is another essential American value, we urge you to cosponsor the Justice is Not For Sale Act (H.R. 3543) to improve Federal sentencing and corrections practices. Please contact Rep. Raúl Grijalva’s office at (202)-225-2435 to cosponsor.

Because the repeal of legislation that prevented financial institutions from irresponsibly gambling with federally insured funds undermined economic stability and cost taxpayers $trillions, we urge you to cosponsor legislation to protect against such reckless speculation, specifically:

Because the United States Postal Service delivers essential services to the American people, it’s imperative that you cosponsor key bipartisan legislation to protect and restore adequate levels of service, specifically:
