This month we celebrated Emancipation Day for Washington, DC and later this week will celebrate Earth Day. As concerned, informed Americans in [STATE]-[DISTRICT], we call upon you to cosponsor strong climate legislation, support fairness and equality for the residents of DC and to oppose misguided "trade" policies that would kill American jobs and undermine our rights. 
Increasingly chaotic and dangerous weather patterns threaten lives and communities. We must address man-made pollution that is destabilizing our climate with disastrous consequences. Please cosponsor the Zero Climate Emissions Resolution (H Res 540 - Grijalva) to facilitate transition to clean, sustainable energy that will protect people and businesses while creating new, good jobs. Last month we delivered 156,000 petition signatures supporting this bill.
The 785,000 residents of Washington, DC have no Senators and no voting Representative yet they pay the highest taxes in the United States; DC residents have taxation but no representation. Please cosponsor the New Columbia Admissions Act (HR 317 - Norton) which will create the state of New Columbia and preserve the Federal enclave as the District of Columbia.

We also remind you that we must restore the protections against voting discrimination that were struck down by the U.S. Supreme Court in its Shelby County v. Holder decision, and make additional, critical updates to the Voting Rights Act of 1965. We ask you to cosponsor the Voting Rights Advancement Act (HR 2867 - Sewell).
Budgets are moral documents. More than 165,000 people have signed petitions urging House members to support The People’s Budget offered by the Congressional Progressive Caucus. This budget supports the needs of the American people by creating 3.2 million jobs, avoiding financial and climate crises, training our workforce, investing in education for our young children and adults, solving our housing crisis for veterans and families and promoting participation in our elections.
We urge you to vote no on the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP), and all other multinational corporate / commercial agreements that would export U.S. jobs, while elevating special corporate interests to quasi-sovereign status. The full text of TTP is public, revealing that little in the agreement relates to trade. Its investor dispute resolution provisions would empower unelected international tribunals to undermine local, state, and federal safeguards, and thereby threaten consumers, employees, and the environment. Stand up for your constituents. Vote against the TPP and all other special interest "trade" deals. The vote may be at any time.
