As concerned, informed voters in [STATE]-[DISTRICT], we call upon you to cosponsor legislation that protects our civil right to vote, have clean water, affordable healthcare and equal pay for equal work.
Constitutional Right to Vote (HJ Res 25 - Pocan) Because voting in America is a privilege that has been expanded through Constitutional amendment, this bill seeks to make voting a Constitutional right for all Americans which would establish strict judicial standards for other Federal laws relating to voting rights and procedures.

Voting Rights Advancement Act (HR 2867 - Sewell) The Voting Rights Advancement Act will require 13 states with a recent history of voting rights violations, including New York and California, to have all voting changes prior to implementation “precleared”, ensure that last minute voting changes won’t adversely affect voters and protect voters nationwide from changes that are likely to discriminate against people of color and language minorities. Additionally, the VRAA will enhance the ability to apply additional preclearance review when needed, expand the federal observer program and provide greater access for voter registration and voting both on and off reservations.

Expanded and Improved Medicare for All (HR 676 - Conyers) This legislation expands Medicare so that it is lifelong, includes dental, vision, long-term care and mental health on parity with physical health. There are no deductibles and no co-pays for healthcare. This system provides actual health treatment rather than health insurance.

The WATER Act (HR 5313 - Conyers) The “Water Affordability, Transparency, Equity, and Reliability Act of 2016” that will provide a dedicated funding stream for the Drinking Water and Clean Water State Revolving Fund (SRF) programs. This bill raises more than $60 billion per year to fund repairs, maintenance and improvement of our nation’s water infrastructure and create between 20,000 and 27,000 new jobs.
Equal Rights Amendment - 3 State (HJ Res 51 Speier) to finish the Constitutional amendment started in 1920 by Alice Paul that codifies equal pay for equal work and brings strict judicial scrutiny to discrimination based on sex. Currently there are 35 states that have ratified the Equal Rights Amendment. This bill allows us to add 3 more states and complete the amendment process.

New Columbia Admissions Act (HR 317 - Norton) The 685,000 residents of Washington, DC have no Senators and no voting Representative. This bill creates the 51st state for the residents of the city and returns the Federal enclave to the District.
