MASS EXECUTION BY COVID19

We, the Ambazonian political prisoners being held in the prisons and secret 

detention sites of  the French neo-colonial regime in La Republique du 

Cameroun, do appeal to the international community to hear our last request as 

we face almost certain death at the hands of the Cameroun regime’s criminally 

inept handling of the COVID19 pandemic. 

 

More than wealth or comfort, more than vindication or accolades, more than our 

own freedom, what we want before we die is justice and freedom for the people 

of Ambazonia. Therefore, we demand that the United Nations Security Council 

immediately mandate an Independent International Fact-Finding Mission to 

investigate gross human rights abuses that have taken place in conjunction with 

the Cameroun regime’s war of extermination on our communities — which 

continues even as the rest of the world joins forces to save lives from this 

pandemic.  

 

Further, we humbly request and entreat each and every member of the 

international community, both organizations and individuals, to raise their voice 

for this demand. We believe that such a fact-finding mission will have the 

immediate effect of quelling violence and saving lives, and is necessary as a first 

step to bring an end to the killings and make a path to peace. The former UN 

High Commissioner for Human Rights twice requested access to conduct such 
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fact-finding, and was denied by the Cameroun government; in response, 

thousands of individuals and hundreds of organizations have raised the call for  

the UN Security Council to force the question. The Cameroon government’s 

noncooperation must not be allowed to have the last word; when such criminal 

noncompliance is left uncontested, it threatens to undermine the entire 

infrastructure of international human rights law. The Ambazonian people deserve 

justice, and all people deserve to know the truth about what goes on behind the 

Cameroon regime’s wall of secrecy. Please mandate an international 

independent fact-finding mission now! 

 

We ask for this on behalf of the over 3,000 Ambazonian political prisoners — 

including women and children, teachers and teachers union leaders, lawyers and 

legal worker union leaders, journalists and press union leaders, student union 

leaders, university lecturers and Professors, Doctors, and members of the 

traditional rulers association — all of whom are imprisoned for the expression of 

their conscientiously held belief that the fundamental human rights of the people 

of Ambazonia, formerly the United Nations Trust Territory of Southern 

Cameroons under United Kingdom administration, need to be respected by all — 

including La Republique du Cameroun and its allies.
