On March 4, 2020 the Governor of California declared a Statewide Emergency due to
the emergence and spread of the novel coronavirus COVID-19, and this State of
Emergency remains in effect in all counties in California. California Penal Code section
396 prohibits price gouging (increases over 10 percent) for necessary goods and services
after the Governor declares a state of emergency. Housing is specifically enumerated as
one of the services for which the price cannot be raised over 10 percent.

The notice of the rent increase you provided me on l( ) boes not comply with
the above California Penal Code, and therefore it is not valid. Please be informed that
price gouging a tenant is not just a civil violation, but a criminal misdemeanor under the
law. Anyone convicted of violating the statewide anti-price-gouging law can face a year
in county jail, a fine of up to $10,000, or both, as well as civil penalties. Local ordinances
may impose additional penalties.

Please confirm immediately that you are withdrawing the notice of the rent increase

and that I should continue to pay my existing rent amount of ﬂ( )\.
