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POLLING || to vote in person at a polling station you will be required to show an
1 TATION acceptable form of photo ID such as a passport, UK photo driving licence,
_— Blue Badge or an Older or Disabled Person's Bus Pass. If you do not

have an acceptable form of photo ID you can apply online for a free Voter
Authority Certificate (VAC). Please note that Student ID cards do not
count.
