Prior to forwarding donations, I will review the coalition’s payables, making sure all transactions are reasonable, correct, and transparent.

The peace and climate justice campaign in Africa began some 6 months ago. We, of Fridays for Future and the Peace and Climate Justice Network, were at the right place at the right time.  A major conference is now planned for August, bringing together some  400 activists from ten African countries  (Tunisia, Burundi, South Sudan, Uganda, Kenya, Tanzania, Nigeria, Republic of Congo, South Africa, Ivory Coast), and 25 organizations, including Fridays for Future groups, people of faith, and women's groups. The greater the donations, the more attendees we can welcome.  I was told we could with proper funding double that number.
